SWEDISH TEENAGERS are exposed to English not only at school but also
outside of school, for instance through TV, computer games and music. The im-
pact of extramural English (English outside of school) on Swedish pupils’ English
writing proficiency is investigated in this report, which is a licentiate thesis in
educational science. Letters and newspaper articles, written by 37 16-year-old
pupils, are analysed with regard to differences in language use between pupils
who devote much of their spare time to activities involving the use of English and
those with more infrequent exposure to extramural English. Eva Olsson investi-
gates how different linguistic resources and tools to create nuance are used by the
pupils in their elaboration of the two text types.
