The overall purpose of this study is to investigate how the tension between feminism as an ethical 

and political project is brought into light under neoliberal conditions. More specifically, the aim 

is to, through 21 interviews with 12 self-defined left-wing Swedish feminists whose living 

conditions, political action and self-understanding are conditioned by the economic, political 

and ideological imprints of neo-liberalism, study potential joints and crimes between feminism 

and neoliberalism and how these relate to the tensions between ethics and politics that have 

been present long before the entry of neoliberalism on the scene. The analysis is largely done in 

close dialogue with the feminist political thinkers Wendy Brown, Nancy Fraser and Chantal 

Mouffe, all of whom have devoted themselves to the relationship between ethics and politics 

and the effects of neoliberalism on political movements and political subjectivity. It also engages 

in academic work on neoliberal subjectivity and ideology and progressive movements.  
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
